	Bacillus amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24 is a naturally occurring Gram positive, endospore forming, rod-shaped, soil borne bacteria. Bacillus amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24 was first isolated from plant pathogen infested soil in Berlin, Germany.

	Mode of action
	The members of Bacillus amyloliquefaciens are known as plant growth-promoting bacteria (PGPB) due to their abilities to fix nitrogen, solubilize phosphate, and produce siderophores and phytohormones, as well as antimicrobial compounds. Bacillus amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24 can colonise plant roots and provide protection against some soil-borne fungal plant diseases and is able to stimulates growth and improves crop yields.


Summary of the APVMA’s evaluation of Bacillus amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24 active constituent
The APVMA has evaluated the chemistry aspects of Bacillus amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24 active constituent (identification, stability, manufacturing process, quality control procedures, batch analysis results and analytical methods) and found them to be acceptable.
Impurities of toxicological significance are not expected to occur in Bacillus amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24 as a result of the raw materials and the fermentation process used.
B. amyloliquefaciens is a ubiquitous bacterium found in water, soil, air, decomposing plant material, on fresh produce, and is widely used for the production of enzymes and speciality chemicals. There are no well-known mammalian toxins used or expected to be formed at any stage of the manufacture process. B. amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24 is not closely related to a toxigenic human pathogen. No metabolites of concern are expected to be produced by B. amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24 or present in the end-use product. The microorganisms are not infective or pathogenic and were not toxic at limit doses in acute toxicity tests, consequently the establishment of an Acceptable Daily Intake (ADI), or of an Acute Reference Dose (ARfD), is not required.
The APVMA has considered the toxicological aspects of Bacillus amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24 and concluded that there are no toxicological concerns relating to the approval of this active constituent.
The Scheduling Delegate has made a final decision to list Bacillus amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24 in Appendix B of the Standard for the Uniform Scheduling of Medicines and Poisons (SUSMP), i.e., it is a substance not requiring control by scheduling when used in agriculture as a fungicide based on its low toxicity.
The APVMA has completed an ecotoxicity evaluation of Bacillus amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24.
B. amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24 is not a phytopathogen. Negligible or no evidence of adverse effects were observed in exposure studies of birds, mammals, fish, honeybees, lady beetles, green lacewings, earthworms and soil-microorganisms at the limit test concentrations. In addition, the available information indicates no evidence of pathogenicity, infection, long-term community disruption and/or impacts to non-target species from secondary metabolites produced by B. amyloliquefaciens FZB24.
There are no objections to approval of Bacillus amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24. from an ecotoxicity perspective and the proposed approval would meet the safety criteria as specified in section 5A of the Agvet Code.
On the basis of the data provided, and the toxicological assessment, it is proposed that the following APVMA Active Constituent Standard be established for Bacillus amyloliquefaciens strain FZB24:

In the previous notice on page 22 of APVMA Gazette No. 24, the APVMA gazetted amendments which it has approved to vary maximum residue limits (MRLs) for substances contained in agricultural and veterinary chemical products as set out in the APVMA’s MRL Standard.
Under section 82 of the Food Standards Australia New Zealand Act 1991, the APVMA is proposing to incorporate those variations (Agricultural and Veterinary Chemicals Code (MRL Standard) Amendment Instrument 2025 (No. 6)) to MRLs into Schedule 20 – Maximum residue limits in the Australia New Zealand Food Standards Code.
MRLs contained in Schedule 20 provide the limits for residues of agricultural and veterinary chemicals that may legitimately occur in foods. By this means Schedule 20 permits the sale of treated foods and protects public health and safety by minimising residues in foods consistent with the effective control of pests and diseases.
The APVMA and Food Standards Australia New Zealand (FSANZ) are satisfied, based on dietary exposure assessments and current health standards, that the proposed limits are not harmful to public health.
The agreement between the Australian Government and the New Zealand Government concerning a Joint Food Standards System excludes MRLs for agricultural and veterinary chemicals in food from the system setting joint food standards. Australia and New Zealand independently and separately develop MRLs for agricultural and veterinary chemicals in food.
A Sanitary and Phytosanitary (SPS) notification to the World Trade Organization (WTO) will be made.
The APVMA invites comment on these proposals. Details on how to make a submission appear near the end of this notice, below the details of the proposed amendment.
